Prior to making the United States Army Parachute Team,  Starr had performed as a Battalion

athlete. In 2013 Starr served a tour of duty in 
Afghanistan.

His accomplishments include several National and 
International Formation Skydiving medals. In 2018 
he and his team represented the U.S. at the World 
Parachuting Championship in Gold Coast Australia and 
brought back the Gold Medal in 8 Way. His most recent 
accomplishments include winning
two gold medals and setting a new 8 Way World 
Record at the U.S. National Championships in
2015. Two months later, he and his team brought back 
Gold and broke their own World Record at
the 2015 World Air games in Dubai, United Arab of 
Emirants. In 2016, they won four gold medals as 
Overall Competitors at the U.S. Nationals, and gold at 
the 2018 World Meet.
Starr has more than 10,000 parachute jumps. In 
addition to skydiving, he also enjoys reading, 
cycling and golf.
